Public task: The processing is necessary to perform a task in the public interest or for official
functions, and the task or function has a clear basis in law.

Legal: Processing is necessary for the establishment, exercise or defence of legal claims or whenever
courts are acting in their judicial capacity.

We hold personal data for a specified period based on our Guidelines for Retention and Disposal.
