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Sustainability Case Study – Southport Cycling Town (Travel and Traffic)











Background information: Southport has won a £5 million bid to become an official cycling town which means that Cycling England will pledge around £2 million over 3 years for Southport which will be matched by funding from other sources.  The investment will allow Sefton to work with developers and other partners such as Sefton PCT to create an environment where visitors and residents instinctively travel around the resort by bike.  The money will be spent on new cycle paths, reallocation of road space, publicity and marketing work.
